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Time is really an important issue. When you think about it, much of our daily challenges consists 
of our struggles with or against the clock. Time ï thatôs what we believe we donôt have enough of. 
So we cut our prayers short. We donôt have time to read our Bibles. Or serve others in ministry. Or 
join a life group. Or reach out to a neighbor. Itôs why weôre always late. Late for school, late for 
appointments, late for supper ï and dare I say, late for church. How much of your daily stress has 
to do with time or your perceived lack of time? 

So, letôs consider living a balanced life, and at first you might think thatôs about how to find bal-
ance between home and work, or home and school; or just how to manage all the different activi-
ties of your life. But before we can even get to any of those things we have to look at the whole 
issue of time. Much of the other stuff is just a symptom of a deeper problem. We have to get to the 
root of the matter, which is this: we donôt understand time. What is time? How do we use it? How 
we tame it? How we turn time into our friend rather than our foe? And there are the two biblical 
principles I want you to remember today. Theyôre not what you want to hear. You may not like 
them. You may have all kinds of excuses or opinions about why they donôt apply to you, or why 
your situation is unique ï but here they are. 

#1. Thereôs time to do everything God wants you to do, but not necessarily everything everybody 
else wants you to do. Wise Solomon writes in Ecclesiastes 3:1 ñThere is a time for everything, 
and a season for every activity under heaven.ò Time for everything. Thereôs time to do everything 
God wants you to do, but not everything everybody else wants you to do, including yourself. One 
of the main points I want to make in this series on balance is that I donôt believe God wants us to 
live in an unrealistic and stress filled way. Itôs not sustainable. Itôs not healthy, and it is squeezing 
joy out of life and the emotional distress is contributing to the breakdown of relationships. So if 
thereôs time to do everything God wants you to do . How do we discern what it is God wants us to 
do? How do we filter it all out? How do we sift through all the hundreds of things that nibble away 
at our time?  And that leads to the second principle.  

#2 Time management is really about self-management. Ouch. That hurts. Our problems with time 
really stem from whatôs going on inside each one of us. Our disorganization. Our compulsions. 
Our driven-ness. Our problems with procrastination and laziness. Our tendency to over-commit. 
Our habit of piling on one thing on top of another. To get serious about time we have to look at 
ourselves and the lifestyle weôve developed. We have to learn to follow Godôs rhythm for our lives. 

So slow down. Take a deep breath. Pray! Really listen! Trust God and enjoy the journey with 
every blessing.     Peace to you, Pastor Erv
